Gecko 3


The Edinburgh-based groove trio gecko 3 (formerly ‘gecko’) were formed in Spring 2000 by Marty Philip (vocals/guitar), Paul Gilbody (double bass) and Hugh Martin (drums).  After several years of collaboration in the Edinburgh music scene they set out as a three-piece to write fresh grooves based on a new mix of jazz, hip-hop, latin, funk and reggae.   They may be named after a lizard but Gecko 3 don’t lounge about!

Andi Neate (one of Scotland's best kept secrets!), Finlay Morton                (Tony Blair’s (almost) guitar tech) and Greg Bone will be joined by a changing line-up of special guests – acoustic guitarist John Alexander (Glasgow), Edinburgh’s groove trio Gecko 3 (Edinburgh), Gecko 3’s               Paul Gilbody (Ullapool), singer Claire Campbell (Elgin) and Quirkus (Dumfries).   


Andi’s band includes Paul Gilbody (double bass), Lindsay West (backing vox) and Lauren Hayes on the piano, with renowned Scottish cellist Wendy Weatherby guesting at Edinburgh’s Bongo Club. 


Andi Neate is a singer songwriter of exceptional talent, combining jazz and folk influences in a style that is entirely her own.  She is a compelling live performer, singing with the subtlety of Suzanne Vega with a stage presence reminiscent of Ani Difranco.  


Andi made her debut at London's Mean Fiddler nearly 18 years ago.   Since then she has toured as far afield as the Falkland Islands, Canada, America, Sicily, Georgia and the Czech Republic.  She has recorded with the Bhundu Boys and Ireland's chart topping Mickey Harte, supported John Renbourne at the Ullapool Guitar Festival, Grammy Nominee Eliza Gilkyson, Wolfstone and Horse MacDonald.


She has also toured with Edinburgh band Salsa Celtica, and shared a stage with KT Tunstall.   She has released three solo albums, including her most recent Paper Animals, featuring a range of original songs about life and the road – from California Coffee Police Boxes to origami and sandcars.


She has recently been performing at a couple of showcase events in London, at the Halfmoon Putney and the Bedford. And practising some new origami  techniques.
