Since moving to Scotland seven years ago, Senegalese musician 
Samba Sene has been making friends through his music.   Ndaje will bring 
together some of those friends for an evening of Afro-beats, Reggae, Roots, 
Sene-Gambian, Mbalax, Latin, Jazz.. and much more!  Ndaje is organized by 
Samba Sene and Scary Biscuits Promotions.
