1933 And All That: Brecht, Weill And Friends

Perhaps it’s my English patriotism, clinging onto our ‘BucksFizz’ Eurovision song win, or perhaps it’s just an in-built love for cheese, but I’m a real sucker for on stage costume changes. Morphing from a Brecht/Weill costume to a Cabaret diva, Anna Zapparoli takes us from 1905 to the 1940’s through a series of Broadway songs. They entertained brilliantly through a technical glitch and gave a surprisingly amusing sketch with a potato. There’s no real plot, and the almost disjointed stream of songs may seem a little obscure, but, devised by Mario Borciani, and featuring Anna’s brilliantly talented, kazoo-wielding, clarinet-playing 11-year old son, this is a must-see for all cabaret lovers.
